AVTT Traveling Wall to Visit Shavano Park Oct. 10-13"™, 2019, as Two Retired
Army Generals Help to Dedicate New Vietham War Museum

WHAT: The public is invited to visit a traveling version of TheVietnam Veterans Memorial (in Washington
D.C.) that will serve as a backdrop for the opening of a new Vietnam Warmuseum in Shavano Park.At
360-feet long and 8-feet high, the AVTT Traveling Vietnam Wall is the largest mobile Vietnam replica in
the country.

Two decorated U.S. Army Generals (now retired) who participated in the conflict will be in town to help
dedicate The Vietham War Museumwhich highlights the role and sacrifices of Army grunts. The museum
is being built on the ground floor of the new headquarters building for LYND, a homegrown commercial
real estate company celebrating 40 years in business.
